She currently
works as an Administrative Assistant at Clifton Gunderson, an accounting
firm in Cedar Rapids. They have two children, Carissa and Danielle.

Brother Mosier was Raised in Kingston Lodge No. 676 at Cedar
Rapids on February 19, 1991, where he has served as Worshipful Master
in 1994, 1995, and 1998. He wore the Purple of the Fraternity as Senior
Grand Steward, 1996-97, and Junior Grand Warden, 2002-03. He has
served as a Director of the Iowa Masonic Library and Museums Building
Endowment Fund since 2002, and as Chairman of the Committee on
Division and Reference, 2006-07.
